This list identifies the precise items available. (Reference numbers such as A1 are the numbers given in the final design drawings, available from Redmond J. Barnett).
Entrance and Exit tunnels are passages about 12’ wide, 9’ high, 8’ long: visitors pass through them reading text as they enter and seeing graphics or artifacts (artifacts not included) in boxes on each side.  The surface over which visitors pass is graphically detailed.  Metal frames at the top tie the vertical walls together.  An 18”-diameter graphic projects above the top.

Entrance tunnel A1 including 1 graphic of birds-eye view of town, space for another graphic, and introductory text; walking surface is image of railroad track.
Exit tunnel F1 including 2 graphics (birds-eye view of town; view of 1950s parking lot); walking surface is image of asphalt road.
“Rotating Panoramic” A2:  large silo-like circular structure with rotating graphic driven by motor, two viewing ports; with graphic illustrating stages of economic development in the West.  Graphic could be replaced with another graphic or text of announcements. Dimensions: 12’ high (but upper 6’ can be removed), sits on hexagonal platform 9’ across. Two platform reading rails.  Two openings for graphic are about 24” x 67”, on opposite sides..
Platforms: two 4’ x 8’ platforms constitute a pair; they can be locked together or separated (with 1 unfinished edge each). Cases and plexi-covered angled easels of various sizes fit on top of these platforms. Each platform has vertical pole about 6’10” high with small horizontal title graphic at top and 15”w x 72” side banner graphic. Platforms are 5” thick.
Dimensions of cases and easels: 

“Small case” = 1’2” square by 4’1” high; plexi vitrine is 1’4” high. 
“Medium case”:  = plexi vitrine 2’ x 2’ x 2’ set on wood about 2’7” high
“Medium easel: = 3’6” x 3’6” case with plexi cover with 3” space; angle at 40 degrees; bottom of easel about 2’6” above platform.
“Large easel:” = 3’6” high x 7” wide case with plexi cover molded to fit 3D artifacts; bottom of easel varies from 1’3” (short legs) to 2’6” (normal legs).

Mexican-American War B1.0: platform, small case for 3D artifacts with graphic external reading rail; medium easel for 2D artifacts on graphic panel

California Gold Rush B1.1 : platform, small case for 3D artifacts with graphic external reading rail; medium easel for 2D artifacts on graphic panel.

Rock Island Bridge C1.0:  platform, small case for 3D artifacts with graphic external reading rail; medium easel for 2D artifacts on graphic panel.

Wheat Boom C1.1  platform, medium case for 3D artifacts with graphic external reading rail; medium easel for 2D artifacts on graphic panel.

Blossom & Wither (towns grow and die) D1.0:  platform with medium easel for 2D artifacts on graphic panel.
Materials In & Out D1.1.  platform with large easel for 2D artifacts on graphic panel; easel plexi is indented for specific artifacts. 

Native Americans & Tourism:  platform with large easel on short legs for 2D artifacts on graphic panel.  Support for large painting (not included) on rear of platform.

Homesteaders:  platform with large easel for 2D artifacts on graphic panel.

Armatures:  large vertical billboard-like structures holding large graphic images and some small 2D artifacts in plexi pockets:

The Great Road (transcontinental railroad) B4.0.  11’10”wide (with header 14’6” wide), 8’2” high, support brace 2’3” deep.
Transformation of the West E3.0:  8’ wide with 10’6” wide header, 8’2” high, support brace 2’3” deep
Profiles:  poles with two banner-like graphics, freestanding with heavy metal mounts for stability.  8’9” high; base 2’3” square; banners are 18” x 80”; vinyl graphic on top is 27” x 4”
